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ABSTRACT

IMPROVING THE STUDENTS' LISTENING ABILITY BY TEXT-BASED LISTENING
AT CLASS XI OF SMAN 1 NATAR LAMPUNG SELATAN

Listening ability is one of language skills that foreign language students must possess in
order to communicate well. To obtain that skill a lot of listening practice is needed. However, it is
not always possible for every school to provide an adequate instrument to allow the students to
have sufficient listening practice. This classroom action research aims at fin ding out whether text-
based listening is able to make the students active in listening, and whether it is able to improve
the students' listening ability.

This classroom action research was carried out towards the students of class XI I.A of
SMA N 1 Natar Lampung Selatan. The students were taught listening through text-based listening
in two cycles. Every cycle consisted of three meetings. In cycle one in the first and second meeting
the students listened to the teacher reading a text while completing the cloze text. In the third
meeting the students listened to the teacher reading the same text as in the first and second meeting
while taking notes of the main points and then answered the teacher's questions related to the text
orally. In cycle 2 the teacher and the students did the same things as in cycle one but the text was
different and starting from the first meeting the students took notes of the first two paragraphs of
the text and the next two paragraphs in the second meeting. Before the treatment was implemented
a pretest was administered to the students. After each cycle was completed, a posttest was
administered to them. Two sets of questionnaire were given to the students to complete for each
cycle.

T he results showed that text-based listening made the students active in listening, and it
improved the students listening ability. This research result also suggests that to get listening skills
need a lot of practice in order to be able to comprehend the content of what the students listen to.
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
